¾ oz. Barolo Chinato  

¾ oz. Dry White Port  

½ oz. Lemon Ju ice 

1 dash Angostura Bitters 

 

Shake ingredients in cocktail shaker. Strain into a cocktail glass. Garnish with a 

lemon twist.  

 

 

The Templeton Typewriter

2 oz. Templeton Rye 

1 oz. Tawny Port 

½ oz. Real Maple Syrup 

3 Dashes Angostura Bitters  

 

Build in a mixing glass and stir, strain over ice in an old fashioned glass. 

 

The Nucky

1 and ½ oz. Templeton Rye 

1 oz. Cherry Herring Liqueur 

½ oz. Luxardo Bitter Liqueur or Campari  

¾ oz. Fresh Lemon Juice 

¼oz. Fresh Orange Juice 

1 Dash Angostura Bitters 

Garnish: 2 Luxardo cherries skewered 

 

Build all ingredients in a shaker tin, add ice and shake hard for 8-10 seconds. 

Double strain into a double old  fashioned glass with fresh ice.
